LVN to RN-a “step-up” program to advance LVNs to RNs.  LVNs enter the 2nd yr. of the program

Transfer- Not merely transferring science or general ed courses from another college but nursing courses.  Advise students against this. It is better to remain where you start or you probably lose a semester

Credit By Exam- college policy where you can challenge courses based on your knowledge & experience.  Policy/procedure is posted on the website
